2.Connect an external display via HDMI (Optional; USB mode is plug-and-play

and does not require an external display).

3.After connecting the power, the device will turn on automatically. If an
external display is connected, you can follow the on-screen wizard to select

the system language, time zone, etc.
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Pairing is required when using a new device for the first time or replacing the

remote control:

1. Keep the device powered on.

2. Press and hold the [OK] and [Volume Down -] buttons on the remote
simultaneously for about 3 seconds.

3. When the indicator on the remote stops flashing and turns off, and the
screen shows "Pairing successful”, the process is complete.

4. Once paired, there is no need to re-pair after restarting the device.

5. If the device is restored to factory settings, re-pairing will be required.
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« Go to Settings, find "Bluetooth".

« Select "Kandao Meeting", click "Forget", and then click "Forget Device" in

the pop-up window.
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For the best experience, it is recommended to check for updates after
turning on the device for the first time:

« Go to Settings > System Update.

« If anew version is available, click "Update Now". Do not disconnect the
power during the update; the green light will keep flashing.

Home Screen Interaction:

* Go Back: Swipe inward from the right edge of the screen holding the left
button via touchscreen/mouse, or right-click the mouse to go back.

« Control Center: Swipe down from the top right corner of the screen to open
the Control Center for quick access to Wi-Fi, Settings, Bluetooth, Screen
Mirroring, Screenshot, and Screen Recording.
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The device has a built-in Download Center supporting major conferencing
software.

« Click the App Store on the home screen.

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1Troubleshooting: If the video is stretched or the screen goes black after
connecting to the computer, long-press the "Resolution Switch" button on
the remote for 5 seconds. The device will automatically switch and

re-adapt the USB output resolution.

2Video Encoding Switch: In USB mode, to switch encoding formats like
H.264, it is recommended to use the "Kandao Meeting" mobile app to
connect to the device for a quick switch.

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1.Global View

a.Function: The 360° view is split evenly into two 180° upper and lower
sections, showing the complete 360° panoramic image of the room. Users
can clearly see the relative positions and behaviors of all participants.

b.Use Case: Scenarios where both the global environment and details need to
be observed simultaneously.

2.Gallery View

a.Function: Uses an evenly divided layout to display multiple participants
simultaneously, ensuring everyone is the same size on the screen.

b.Use Case: Equal discussions and brainstorming among multiple people.
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3.Speaker View:

a.Function: Based on sound localization and face recognition, the camera
focuses on the active speaker, highlighting them in the largest main view
window (supports up to a 7-person layout). Other participants are displayed
in smaller windows.

b.Use Case: Reporting meetings and training lectures with a main speaker.

4.Stage Mode:

a.Function: The upper part of the screen is a smart-tracking display area from
one lens, while the lower part shows the full 180° view from the other lens.
The smart-tracking area supports 1 to 4 view windows.

b.Use Case: Suitable for forums, podiums, debates, etc., where two display
areas need to be clearly divided.

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In all view modes that support intelligent tracking (e.g., Gallery View, Speaker
View, Stage Mode), you can lock the view windows. Once locked, you can
adjust the field of view and direction of any view window.

Note: After locking the view, the system will permanently remember the
selected window position and zoom level. This locked status remains even if
the device is powered off or restarted. If you want to restore Al human
tracking for future meetings, you must manually cancel it by short-pressing
the "Lock" button on the remote again.
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In complex lighting, manually adjust parameters for the best image
performance:

« Exposure Compensation (EV): Brighten or darken the image to adapt to
overly bright or dark environments.

« HDR: High Dynamic Range video switch. Suitable for scenes with strong
contrast, like rooms with large French windows. Toggling HDR requires
restarting the camera. If switched during a meeting, you may need to
manually turn on the video in your software.

« Flip Video: Turn this on to get a normal image when mounting the device
upside down.

« Mirror Video: In some scenarios, enable this to solve the visual consistency
issue between "self-view" and "others' view".

* Resolution: When recording in Standalone Mode, modify this to set the
recording resolution. In USB|mode, modify this to set the USB output
resolution.
